
Reciprocol visit February 2010  

International links have been established between three local rural schools and three schools in the Caerphilly area in Wales , 

UK.  Teachers from Bulugha Farm School, Chintsa East and Ngxingxolo visited the Welsh Schools in October 2009 to begin to de-

velop relationships with the schools as part of the DFID Global Schools partnership.  In February this year, three Welsh teac h-

ers reciprocated the visit and spent one week touring the rural schools and were overwhelmed by the welcome they received.  

Apart from having the opportunity to observe general teaching at the schools, the South African teachers treated their visito rs 

with a game drive, a trip to Nelson Mandela Museum in Umtata and an overnight stay at Mama Tofuõs.  Now that the partnership has  

been strengthened by these visits, the schools will continue their link through pen - pal links and project work exchange.  The 

aim of the partnership is for schools to work together to develop their knowledge of sustainability and global citizenship 

through specific project work and teacher exchange.  In September 2010, the partnership, with support from Volunteer Africaõs 

School Project facilitator,  will apply for further funding to enable two more teachers from each school to visit their partn er 

schools. A BIG well done to all the schools for excelling themselves in welcoming the international visitors; we at Volunteer 

Africa hope that this partnership supports and strengthens the education of the wonderful learners at the schools.
