VA32, 

impressed with the initiative & drive of the whole 

school community, began to invest time & money 

into action projects in & around Silatsha.  

VA32 supported the school in a com-

munity clean -up on Youth Day 2009.    

Following that, Helmutõs German 

students carried out a classroom up

holiday 2009.  

This week, volunteers Oliver and Claire, 

along with the formidable Milton in-

stalled goal posts on the school soccer 

field using money that Oliver raised in 

Germany.  

Who are we working with?  
Silatsha School is a Public School in rural 

Mooiplaas. It has around 150 learners from 

Grade R-6. With 5 commited & enthusiastic 

teachers & a strong SGB Silatsha has really 

impressed VA32 with their selfmotivation & 

ability to overcome difficulties. An example 

of this was when they saw the need for ex-

tra classroom space, together they created a 

òbuy a brickó campaign where every parent 

buys one brick to help create that space!   

Space to Learn!  
Many of the Grades at Silatsha 

donõt even have a classroom in the 

schoolð there literally is no space! 

As a continuation of Helmutõs origi-

nal trip here, Phase 2 of the In-

frastructure initiative will be ad-

dressed. The arriving group will be 

restoring Silatshaõs classrooms & 

creating a clean, secure environ-

ment for the learners to learn in.
