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When first finding out about the long holiday, Michael and I knew that we wanted to fill it with something worthwhile.  After 

initially discussing that we would run a sixth Level 1 course at Chintsa, we had a change of heart and decided to focus on the adults 

of Ngxingxolo and run an intensive two week course catering for two groups; two hours every day for each group. 

What a fantastic decision that was!  Through our whole time in South Africa and in many years of teaching, neither Michael or I have 
enjoyed teaching a group of such willing learners so much!  Normally with adult class, there is a small drop out rate through the 
weeks but in Ngxingxolo attendance was 100% and adults came with absolute enthusiasm each day.  It was amazing seeing adults 

who had never even seen a computer in their life  go from terrified to confident in such a small amount of time. Ngxingxolo Grade 6 
learner Nompoliso Nogqagqana who has been learning computers with the Wild Coast Schools Programme for the past two 

years attended the course each day to help support the adults and was 

absolutely amazing.   Covering computer basics, Word, Excel and 
Powerpoint, the adults finished the course with an exam where every 

adult had over 80%, with 15 of the adults getting 100%.  Brilliant!   

 

Ngxingxolo resident Gladys Jalisile summed up her enjoyment of the 
course with òDoing this course has made me proud of myself.   
It has made me feel I can stand up and find another job and 

explain my computer skills in an interview. I can now write 

that I have level 1 on my CVó.
